Cam Locks are fasteners used to join two boards together,

usually the edge of one board(A) to the flat side of another board(B)

The Cam Pin is inserted into the flat side of a board,

it is important that:

* The cam pin is kept vertical and is not put in on an angle

* Cam Pin is inserted up to the collar
* Too far and it wont catch the Cam Lock (Do not Over Tighten)
* Not enough and the resulting product wont be stable

(counter-clockwise)one full turn,and try the Cam Lock again.

Assemble the Back Panel (C5) and the Left Side Panel (C2a) and Right Side Panel (C2b) to
the Top Panel (C1) and Corner Panel (C4).Use a Phillips Head Screw driver to turn the Cam
Pin (A) the Cam Lock (A).

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STEP 7: Assemble the Long Apron Panel (C6) and Short Apron Panel (C7) to the Bottom
Panel (C3).Use a Phillips Head Screwdriver to turn the Cam Lock (A) to lock onto the
head of Cam Pin (A).

STEP 8: Use a Hex Key (O) to assemble the Leg Panel (C8) to the Bottom Panel (C3) with Bolt
(N).Use a Phillips Head Screwdriver to assemble the Corner Plate (Q) to the Long Apron
Panel (C16) and Short Apron Panel (C7) and Leg Panel (C8) with Bolt (L) and Screw (J).




STEP 9: Use a Phillips Head Screw driver to insert the Cam Pin (H) to the Drawer Front
Panel (C9).Assemble the Drawer Left Side Panel (C10) and Drawer Right Side
Panel (C11) and Drawer Bottom Support Panel (C12) to the Drawer Front Panel
(C9).Use a Phillips Head Screwdriver to turn the Cam Lock (H) to lock onto the head
of Cam Pin (H).

STEP 10: Insert the Drawer Bottom Panel (C14) to the Drawer Left Side Panel (C10) and Drawer
Right Side Panel (C11) and Drawer Front Panel (C9).Use a Phillips Head Screwdriver to
assemble the Drawer Back Panel (C13) to the Drawer Left Side Panel (C10) and Drawer
Right Side Panel (C11) and Drawer Bottom Support Panel (C12) with Screw (D).
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STEP 11: Use a Phillips Head Screwdriver to assemble the Handle (M) to the Drawer Front
Panel (C9) with Bolt (I).

STEP 12: Use a Phillips Head Screwdriver to assemble the Runner (K2L\R) to the Drawer Left Side
Panel (C10) and Drawer Right Side Panel (C11) with Screw (C).




STEP 13: Insert the Drawer to the Left Side Panel (C2a) and Right Side Panel (C2b).

STEP 14: Use a Phillips Head Screwdriver to tighten the Belt (H) to the Top Panel (C1) with Screw
(E).Use a Phillips Head Screwdriver to tighten the Connector (G) to the back corner with
Screw (F).




STEP 15: Use a Phillips Head Screwdriver to tighten the Belt (H) to the Wall with Screw (E).

Assembly is complete
