• Dust frequently with a clean damp lint-free cloth. This will help remove 

abrasive build up which can damage a finish over time

• Avoid exposing your furniture to strong sunlight, heat outlet, open 

windows or dampness. Prolonged exposure to direct sunlight can fade the 

finish of your furniture, while extreme temperature and humidity changes 

can cause cracking or  splitting

• Do not allow plastic to come in direct contact with your furniture. 

Chemicals in the plastic of placemats etc. may soften and mark the 

finish if left in contact with the furniture for a period of time
