TIMBERS:

* Prolonged exposure of timber items to the elements may cause premature
deterioration

to maintain your product (oil\wax), if you are unsure of which product is suitable — please
contact the store that you purchased from

e Minor cracking of timber is a natural process and will not compromise the strength of
the timber

¢ To extend the life of your product the use of an Amart approved Outdoor Furniture
Cover is highly recommended. Please contact store of purchase for further details

GRANITE:

Do not place very hot or cold items on the granite surface unless adequately thick table mats
are used to prevent such items coming in contact with the granite

Do not sit or stand upon the granite surface

Do not use the granite as a chopping surface

Do not strike the granite with hard or pointed items

When cleaning the granite panels use a damp cloth with washing up liquid or softsoap if
necessary. Do not use washing powders or any other substances containing abrasivessince
these may scratch the granite
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
