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PRE-ASSEMBLY PREPARATION

Before you start:
1. Choose a clean, level, spacious assembly area. Avoid hard surfaces that may

damage the product
2. Take care when lifting. Product should be assembled as near as possible to the

point of use
3. Ensure that you have all required contents for complete assembly
4. Always read the assembly instructions carefully before beginning assembly.
5. Keep all hardware parts and packaging out of reach of small children.
6. Do not over tighten the screws and bolts as this may damage the threads

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• Make 16 x bolts sets.

• Thread bolt(A) through spring washer(C) and washer(B). Do this for 

all the bolts.

STEP 1:
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• Prepare a floor or a bench with a blanket or cardboard.

• Lay the Bench(2) down, bottom facing up.

• Thread 4 x bolt sets from step 1 per leg(1), as shown below.

• Attach all 4 legs.

• Fasten with Allen Key(D).

• Tighten only until the bolt is a little firm in the thread, do not fasten 

completely.

STEP 3:
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ASSEMBLY IS COMPLETE

• Stand the bench up the right way up on a level surface.
• Push down on the bench until it levels out. Do not lean 

beyond your own balance.
• Once level, flip the bench back over again (upside down). 

Now fully fasten all the bolts.
• Do not over tighten, this may damage the product.



REGULAR CARE:

• Protect from direct sunlight

• Vacuum regularly using low suction
