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To insert Drawers:
a) Bring the ball-bearing slider on Drawer Glide Track(N1) forward to the front edge of(N1).
b) Align the back open-end of the Drawer Glide Runner(N2) on each side of the drawer to fit    
squarely into the groove on the open front-end of(N1).Be sure the drawer/N2 is not tilted or  
angled, and gently push in drawer squarely.
c) When the drawer is pushed in about half way,the Disconnect Lever on (N2) will be engaged 
onto(N1) which will create a slight resistance-this is normal.  Pull out the drawer a little bit and 
gently push in the drawer again to engage the Lever to the slide mechanism on (N1).
The drawer should now slide smoothly.
d) If the drawer cannot be pushed in or stuck, do not force it in. Remove the drawer and
 repeat the steps above.
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STEP 20:
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ASSEMBLY IS COMPLETE

DO NOT DRAG:
Do not drag the item as this may cause damage to the legs.
Instead,use 2 people to lift carefully and with caution from either end.
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SAFETY BRACKETS
INSTRUCTIONS

1. Attach the strap to the furniture frame with the small screw and washer.

2. Move the furniture to its final position.Attach the strap to the wall with the

large screw and washer. If mounting into brick or masonry you will need to

acquire wall anchors.

3. Make sure that the strap is firmly attached to the wall and furniture and that

the wall strap is snug.
