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STEP1 Assemble bolts (A), lock washer (C) and flat washer (B) through
each corner block of the seat part(1) to the front legs(2) and back
legs(3)&(4) with AlleyKey(D).
Please note to match the number on each leg and each corner block.
Do not tighten the bolts at this point in time.
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STEP2 carefully turn the chair over, and put the chair on the floor.
Tighten each loose bolt a little at a time while marking sure the
chair remain level. Repeat until all loose bolts are tight.

STEP3 Assemble the base fabric (5)to the seat part(1).
Then carefully turn the chair over.

ASSEMBLY IS COMPLETE
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Care and maintenance

REGULAR CARE:

* Protect from direct sunlight
» Vacuum regularly using low suction
* Rotate reversible cushions regularly

CLEANING:

* Do not remove cushion covers for separate cleaning even though they may
have zippers
