STEP2 Secure the Seat(3) to the Back frame (1) with Bolt(A),
washer(D) and Spring washer (G) using Allen Key(E).
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STEP3 Attach the Legs(2) to the Seat (3) with Bolt(B), washer(D)
and Spring washer (G) using Allen Key(E).

e Split washer is not compressed.

* No gaps between the washer, split washer, bolt head and the chair.
* Split washer is compressed into closed position.

* Bolt can not be loosened by hand.

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Care and maintenance

REGULAR CARE:
