This furniture poses a tipping risk and as such must be secured to a wall using
the provided tipping kit.

1. Attach one Mounting plate to the wall with the Large screws. Make sure to
attach the Mounting Plate into a stud. If mounting into brick or masonry you
will need to acquire wall anchors.Please enquire with your local hardware
supplier for appropriate fixings.

2. Attach the second Mounting Plate to the furniture frame with the Short
screws .

3. Move the furniter to its final position. Thread a Wall Strap through the both
