PRE-ASSEMBLY PREPARATION

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STEP 1: Push castors H into place in wheel base G, Turn and apply
pressure at the same time to each castor until it slots into place. Attach gas
lift E to wheel base G. Place gas lift cover F over gas lift E, as shown.
Ensure part F is secure and unable to be removed.
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STEP 2: Fix armrest C to part A using bolts J and allen key L, as shown.
Do not tighten bolts 100%before the other end fix well to the seat.
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STEP 3: Fix other end of armrest C to the seat B using washers K and bolts
J,tighten with allen key L,as shown

STEP 4: Fix part D to underside of part B using bolts |, washers K and allen
key L, as shown
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STEP 5: Fix assembled chair seat to base.Push caps M to cover bolts

Height Adjustment Instructions:

To lower the height of the chair sit in chair and pull lever upwards. To
increase height of chair remove yourself from chair and pull the lever
upwards.
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Tilt Adjustment Instructions:

To use the tilt function on your chair, firstly turn the knob clockwise to activate. Then while
sitting in the chair, pull the lever outwards to unlock the tilt function and slowly and
carefully lean backwards to apply pressure to the backrest, your chair should now tilt
back and forth freely. Please note: the further you turn the knob clockwise, the more
tilt the chair will achieve. The further you turn the knob anti-clockwise, the less tilt
the chair will achieve. To lock the tilt function, apply no pressure to the backrest so you
are in the standard upright position. Then push the lever back inwards towards the chair.
The chair should now be locked in the upright position and pressure to the backrest
should not make the chair swing back.
