To assemble this product hardware called Cam Lock Fasteners are used.
The below is information on how these work.

Cam Locks are fasteners used to join two boards together,

usually the edge of one board(A) to the flat side of another board(B)

To use Cam Lock Fasteners Cam Pin

The Cam Pin is inserted into the flat side of a board,

it is important that:

* The cam pin is kept vertical and is not put in on an angle

* Cam Pin is inserted up to the collar
* Too far and it wont catch the Cam Lock (Do not Over Tighten)
* Not enough and the resulting product wont be stable

Use a flat screwdriver to turn the Cam Lock clockwise one half a
turn so it Locks onto the head of the Cam Pin.Turn only until it is
snug-over-tightening could cause the Cam to bend or break.

If it will not turn the full amount,turn the Cam Pin out
(counter-clockwise)one full turn,and try the Cam Lock again.

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Step 1: Carefully separate H1 & H2 of the runners by sliding H2 and pressing down
on the plastic clip. Fully slide H2 out as pictured below.

Step 2: Insert the Dowel(B) into the Top Panel(C1),Left Side Panel(C2), and Right Side Panel(C3)
and Bottom Support Panel(C4). Use a Phillips Head Screw to insert the Cam Pin(A)
to the Top Panel(C1). Attach the Bottom Connect Panel(C5) to the Top Panel(C1)
and attach the Left Connect Panel(C6) and Runner Connect Panel(C8) to
the Left Side Panel(C2) and attach the Right Connect Panel(C7) and
Runner Connect Panel(C8) to the Right Side Panel(C3) with Screw(D)




Step 3: Use a Phillips Head Screw to attach Runner(H1) to the Right Connect Panel(C7),C6;
Left Connect Panel and Runner Connect Panel(C8) with Screw(C).Insert Dowel(B)
to the Right Connect Panel(C7). And Use a Phillips Head Screw to insert the Cam Pin(A)
to the Right Connect Panel(C7).

2. Attach the second Mounting Plate to the furniture frame with the Short Screws.

3. Move the furniture to its final position. Thread a Wall Strap through the both Mounting
Plates and tighten until snug. Do not over tighten.

4. Make sure that the Mounting Plates are firmly attached to the wall and furniture and
that the Wall Strap is snug.
