The door can be removed by unscrewing all the screws 
that attach the hinges to the wood inside.

Prolonged exposure to direct sunlight can fade the finish of your 
furniture, while extreme temperature and humidity changes can cause cracking or 
splitting

• Do not allow plastic to come in direct contact with your furniture. Chemicals in the 
plastic of placemats etc. may soften and mark the finish if left in contact with the
