HOW TO USE CAM LOCK FASTENERS

To assembile this product hardware called Cam Lock Fasteners are used.
The below is information on how these work.

Cam Locks are fasteners used to join two boards together,

usually the edge of one board(A) to the flat side of another board(B)

The Cam Pin is inserted into the flat side of a board,

it Is Important that:

* The cam pin Is kept vertical and Is not put In on an angle

* Cam Pin is inserted up to the collar
* Too far and it wont catch the Cam Lock (Do not Over Tighten)
* Not enough and the resulting product wont be stable

(counter-clockwise)one full turn,and try the Cam Lock again.

Side Panel (C2) and Support Panel (C4) and Chest Top Panel (C5) and Chest Bottom
Panel (C8).Place a small amount of glue on each dowel (C) and insert into the Left Side
Panel(C2) and Support Panel (C4) and Back Rail Panel (C3).Insert the Bolt (S) to the Top

STEP 3: Tighten the Runner(L1)to the Chest Right Side Panel (C7)and Chest Left Side Panel
(C6) with Screw (E),Insert the Dowel (C) to the Chest Right Side Panel (C7)and

Chest Left Side Panel (C6).
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STEP 4: Assemble the Back Rail Panel (C3) to the Left Side Panel (C2) and Support Panel (C4).Use
a Phillips Head Screwdriver to turn the Cam Lock (A) to lock onto the head of Cam Pin (A).
and then place the cover(N) on the top of the Cam lock(A)

STEP 5: Use a Hex Key (R) to Assemble Back Rail Panel (C3) and Left Side Panel (C2) and Support
Panel (C4) to the Top Panel (C1) with Bolt (K) and T Nut (I).




STEP 6: Insert the Chest Left Side Panel (C6) and Chest Right Side Panel (C7) to the Chest
Bottom Panel (C8),Use a Phillips Head Screwdriver to turn the Cam Lock(A) to lock
onto the head of Cam Pin(A).Insert the Chest Back Panel (C9) to the Chest Left Side

Panel (C6) and Chest Right Side Panel (C7) and Chest Bottom Panel (C8).

STEP 7: Assemble the Chest Top Panel (C5) to the Chest Left Side Panel (C6) and Chest Right
Side Panel (C7) ,Use a Phillips Head Screwdriver to turn the Cam Lock(A) to lock onto
the head of Cam Pin(A).Use a Phillips Head Screwdriver to tighten the Leg(M) to the
Chest Bottom Panel (C8) with Bolt (D),then Cover the Cap (M) to the Leg (M).




STEP 8: Use a Hex Key (R) to assemble the Chest Top Panel (C5) to the Top Panel (C1) through
Support Panel (C4) with Bolt (J).Place the Floor Protectors(S) to the Left side Panel(C2).

Use a
Phillips Head Screwdriver to tighten Small Drawer Back Panel ( C16) to the Small
Drawer Left Side Panel (C13) and Small Drawer Right Side Panel (C14) with Screw (F).
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STEP 13: Insert the Drawer Bottom Panel (C15) to the Big Drawer Left Side Panel (C17) and
Big Drawer Right Side Panel (C18) and Big Drawer Front Panel (C12). Use a Phillips

STEP 15: Use a Phillips Head Screwdriver to tighten the Connector (H) to the Chest back cormner
with Screw (G).
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STEP 16: Insert the Drawer to the Chest Left Side Panel (C6) and Chest Right Side Panel (C7).
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Assembly is complete
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Note -

Do not drag the furniture as this may cause
damage to the legs. Instead, use 2 persons to lift
carefully with caution from either end.
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SAFETY BRACKETS INSTRUCTIONS

This furniture poses a tipping risk and as such must be secured to a wall using the provided
tipping kit.

1. Attach one Mounting Plate to the wall with the Large Screws. Make sure to attach the
Mounting Plate into a stud. If mounting into brick or masonry you will need to acquire
wall anchors. Please enquire with your local hardware supplier for appropriate fixings.

2. Attach the second Mounting Plate to the furniture frame with the Short Screws.

3. Move the furniture to its final position. Thread a Wall Strap through the both Mounting
Plates and tighten until snug. Do not over tighten.

4. Make sure that the Mounting Plates are firmly attached to the wall and furniture and
that the Wall Strap is snug.
