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PRE-ASSEMBLY PREPARATION

Before you start:

1. Choose a clean, level, spacious assembly area. Avoid hard surfaces that may
damage the product

2.  Take care when lifting. Product should be assembled as near as possible to

the point of use

Ensure that you have all required contents for complete assembly

Always read the assembly instructions carefully before beginning assembly.

Keep all hardware parts and packaging out of reach of small children.

Do not over tighten the screws and bolts as this may damage the threads

Stepl: Locate package of sofa legs with fittings and recliner power pack that
are placed into zipper pocket at the bottom of left hand facing recliner.
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Step2: Tighten the timber legs (a) to the bottom of left hand facing recliner
with nuts (c) and washers (d) by Wrench (h).
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Step3: Tighten the metal leg (i) to the bottom of left hand facing recliner
with bolts (e) and washers (f) by Allen key (g), also, secure the round leg (b)
by placing the leg in the pre-drilled hole and turning the leg in a clockwise

direction to tighten.
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Step4: Connect the left hand facing recliner backrest to the seat by sliding
the backrest receivers into the steel mechanism posts at the rear of the seat.
Press firmly and evenly down on both sides of the backrest to ensure this is
fully locked into place.
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Step5: Locate package of sofa legs with fittings and power cord that are placed
into zipper pocket at the bottom of armless chair. Then, tighten the metal legs (j)
to the bottom of armless chair with bolts (k) and washers (1) by Allen key (m).
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Step6: Locate package of sofa legs with fittings and power cord that are placed
into zipper pocket at the bottom of right hand facing chaise.
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Step7: Tighten the timber legs (n) at bottom of front and armrest of the right
hand facing chaise with bolts (p) and washers (l) by Allen key (m).
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Step8: Tighten the metal leg (j) to the bottom of RHF Chaise with bolts (p)
and washer (l) by Allen key (m). Screw round leg (o) at middle of armless side.
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Step9: Connect 3 pieces from right to left. Begin with the right hand facing
chaise, then armless chair, then left hand facing recliner. Slide clips
together then press the front and rear sides to ensure the clips are
connected all the way to the bottom.
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Step10: Plug power parts connection (refer to step 1) into socket at back
panel of the left hand facing recliner, then Plug Recliner power cable into
power source / wall.
