PRE-ASSEMBLY PREPARATION

Before you start:
1. Choose a clean, level, spacious assembly area. Avoid hard surfaces that may  

damage the product
2. Take care when lifting. Product should be assembled as near as possible to

the point of use

Install armrest  15 .

STEP 6: Assemble all installed parts together.
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STEP 5:Install back  12 and  13 on seat  14 .
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STEP 7:Connecting the power supply.

BACK ASSEMBLY INSTRUCTIONS

RECLINER/MOTION UPHOLSTERY

STEP1:      Slide inside back receivers into the steel mechanism posts in the base of 
                  the furniture(Figure A)

CAUTION:PLEASE READ ALL INSTRUCTIONS CAREFULLY BEFORE STARTING THE                
                  ASSEMBLY PROCESS.
                  IT IS RECOMMENDED TO USET WO PEOPLE WHEN ASSEMBLING AND              
                  REMOVING THE INSIDE BACKS TO AND FROM THE BASE OF THE FURNITURE.

STEP2:      Press both sides of the inside back firmly into place The inside back                
                  automatically locks in place.

STEP3:      To remove the inside backs,use a screwdriver pressing outward on the          
                  black tab in the metal sleeve(Figure B) on both sides of the inside back and  
                  lift the inside back from the base of the furniture.
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REGULAR CARE
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:
• Protect from direct sunlight.
• Vacuum regularly using low suction.
• Rotate reversible cushions regularly.

CLEANING:
• Do not remove cushion covers for separate cleaning even though they may have zippers.
