(Repeat 6 times.)

STEP 2:

- Insert hardware Al onto panel (3), (4), (5) and (6).
(Repeat 24 times.)

- Insert hardware A2 onto panel (1), (2), (12) and (13).
(Repeat 24 times.)

- Insert hardware B onto panel (3), (4), (5), (6), (12) and (13).
(Repeat 28 times.)
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STEP 3:
- Attach panel (3) to panel (12) and panel (4) to panel (14).
- Insert all hardware A2 into Al.
- Rotate all Al until tight.
- Apply A3 onto all Al.
(Repeat 4 times.)

STEP 4:
- Attach panel (3), (4), (5) and (6) to panel (2)
- Rotate all Al until tight.
- Apply A3 onto all Al.
(Repeat 10 times.)
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STEP 5:

- Attach panel (3), (4), (5) and (6) to panel (1).

- Insert all hardware A2 into Al.

- Rotate all Al until tight.

- Apply A3 onto all Al.
(Repeat 10 times.)

STEP 6:
-Assemble panel (7) to entire body with hardware H.
(Repeat 36 times.)
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STEP 7:

-Insert hardware F into mounting positions on panel (3), (4), (5) and (6) by hand.
(Repeat 16 times.)

STEP 8:
Assemble the panel (8) into between panel (3) and (5), (4) and (5), (5) and (6).
(Repeat 4 times.)
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-Fix hardware G1 and G2 onto panel (9), (10) and (11) by using hardware D.

(Repeat 32 times.)

STEP 9:
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- Put the panel (11) in place along the slot at panel (1) and (2).

- Put the panel (9) and (10) in place along the slot at panel (1) and (2).

1. Attach one Metal Bracket to the wall with the Wall Screw. Make sure to attach

the Metal Bracket into a stud. If mounting into brick or masonry you will need to
acquire wall anchors.

2. Attach the second Metal Bracket to the back of furniture frame with the Pan Head
Screws.

3. Move the furniture to its final position. Thread a Cable Tie through the both Metal
Bracket and tighten until snug. Do not over tighten.

4. Make sure that the Metal Bracket are firmly attached to the wall and furniture
and that the Cable Tie is snug.

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CARE AND MAINTENANCE
